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MASTER PLAN  -  COMMUNITY MEETING


June 21, 2002














The Belmont Planning Board invites and encourages all townspeople to join them at the Corner Meeting House on Friday, June 21 from 7:00 pm to 8:30 pm for a Community Master Plan Update.





Board chairman Peter Harris calls the evening session “an important opportunity to learn and comment on Belmont’s future and priorities.”  The presentation marks the first major event since November, when the project was publicly launched at the Belmont High School.





Since then, some 50 citizen volunteers have developed and written goals, objectives and beginning strategies for eight key topics, including community facilities, conservation and preservation, construction materials, housing, land use, recreation, transportation and utility and public services.  A first March draft was revised and will be available for review, several days before the meeting, on � HYPERLINK "http://www.belmontnh.org" ��www.belmontnh.org�  , at the Belmont Public Library or Town Hall, land use office.





Harris, and master plan steering committee leadership, recently commended all volunteer efforts to date in a spring letter to members. “A Master Plan is often described as the town’s road map for the future. As a rural resident you know firsthand that some roads are recently paved, a handful are Class VI, and there can be different surfaces on all the trails between. Thank you for caring, ideas, support and time. That energy builds and strengthens a town as much as any piece of infrastructure,” the letter stated.





The June 21st meeting is a further milestone, soliciting public comment through a ballot-questionnaire. Summary goals of each subcommittee form the survey, and will be accepted through July 19th.
